● Maintain record of family participation and attendance in school

events

● Conduct goal oriented face-to-face visits to identify strengths,

interests and needs



Transition activities:
● Provide information to all parents on how to best prepare their

child for Pre-Kindergarten

● Pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten teachers meet at the end of

each school year to go over data of students leaving and

transitioning to Kindergarten

● Introduce Pre-Kindergarten students to Kindergarten classrooms

and teachers at the end of the school year (Kindergarten visitation

day)
